~ CoNcLUSION OF THE WEEK OF PRAYER FOR CHRISTIAN UNITY ~

Last Week Bishop Soto invited a number of Christian
denomination leaders to lunch in the Pastoral Center. It
was a blessed occasion with good conversation and
many excellent ideas were shared. Today I’m glad to
share with you today comments from Pope Benedict
XVI given at the close of the Week of Prayer for Chris-
tian Unity.

“Only a few months have passed since the conclusion of
the Year dedicated to St Paul, which gave us an oppor-
tunity to deepen our awareness of his extraordinary
work as a preacher of the Gospel and also of our call to
be missionaries of the Gospel, as the theme of the Week
of Prayer for Christian Unity reminds us "You are wit-
nesses of these things™ (Lk 24: 48).

Paul, although he retained an intense memory of his
own past as a persecutor of Christians, did not hesitate
to call himself an Apostle. For him, the basis of that title
lay in his encounter with the Risen One on the road to
Damascus, which also became the beginning of his tire-
less missionary activity. In this he was to spend every
ounce of his energy, proclaiming to all the peoples the
Christ whom he had met personally.

Thus Paul, from being a persecutor of the Church, was
in his turn to become a victim of persecution for the
sake of the Gospel to which he witnessed: "Five times I
have received at the hands of the Jews the forty lashes
less one. Three times | have been beaten with rods; once
I was stoned.... On frequent journeys, in danger from
rivers, danger from robbers, danger from my own peo-
ple, danger from Gentiles, danger in the city, danger in
the wilderness, danger at sea, danger from false breth-
ren; in toil and hardship, through many a sleepless
night, in hunger and thirst, often without food, in cold
and exposure. And, apart from other things, there is the
daily pressure upon me of my anxiety for all the
churches" (2 Cor 11: 24-25, 26-28). Paul's witness
reached its culmination in his martyrdom when, not so
far from here, he was to give proof of his faith in Christ
who conquers death.

The dynamic of Paul's experience is clearly expressed in
the pages of the Gospel that we have just heard. The
disciples of Emmaus, after having recognized the Risen
Lord, return to Jerusalem and find the Eleven gathered
together with the others. The Risen Christ appears to
them, comforts them, overcomes their fear and doubts,
and eats with them. Thus he opens their hearts to the
intelligence of the Scriptures, recalling what had to hap-

pen, which would constitute the nucleus of the Christian
proclamation. Jesus affirms: "Thus it is written, that the
Christ should suffer and on the third day rise from the
dead, and that repentance and forgiveness of sins should
be preached in his name to all nations, beginning from
Jerusalem™ (Lk 24: 46-47). These are the events to
which the disciples of the first hour were to bear wit-
ness, followed by believers in Christ of all times and
places. It is important, however, to emphasize that this
witness, then just as now, is born from the encounter
with the Risen One, is fed by a constant relationship
with him and animated by a profound love for him. One
can only be his witness if one has had the experience of
feeling Christ alive and present "See my hands and my
feet, that it is | myself" (Lk 24: 39) of sitting at table
with him, of listening as he sets one's heart aflame! For
this, Jesus promises his disciples and each of us a pow-
erful aid from on high, a new presence, that of the Holy
Spirit, gift of the Risen Christ, who guides us to the
whole truth: "And behold, | send the promise of my Fa-
ther upon you" (Lk 24: 49). The Eleven were to spend
their whole lives proclaiming the Good News of the
death and Resurrection of the Lord. Almost all of them
were to seal their witness with the blood of martyrdom,
a fertile seed that has produced an abundant harvest.

The choice of the theme of this year's Week of Prayer
for Christian Unity the invitation, that is, to a common
witness of the Risen Christ in accordance with the man-
date he entrusted to his disciples is linked to the mem-
ory of the 100th anniversary of the Edinburgh Mission-
ary Conference, in Scotland, widely considered a crucial
event in the birth of the modern ecumenical movement.

In the summer of 1910, in the Scottish capital, over
1,000 missionaries from diverse branches of Protestant-
ism and Anglicanism, who were joined by one Ortho-
dox guest, met to reflect together on the necessity of
achieving unity in order to be credible in preaching the
Gospel of Jesus Christ. In fact, it is precisely this desire
to proclaim Christ to others and to carry his message of
reconciliation throughout the world that makes one real-
ize the contradiction posed by division among Chris-
tians.

Indeed, how can non-believers accept the Gospel proc-
lamation if Christians even if they all call on the same
Christ are divided among themselves? Moreover, as we
know, the same Teacher, at the end of the Last Supper,
had prayed to the Father for his disciples:
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~ CHRISTIAN UNITY CONTINUED ~

"That they may all be one... so that the world may be-
lieve" (Jn 17: 21). The communion and unity of Christ's
disciples is therefore a particularly important condition
to enhance the credibility and efficacy of their witness.

Now a century after the Edinburgh event, the intuition
of those courageous precursors is still very timely. In a
world marked by religious indifference, and even by a
growing aversion to the Christian faith, it is necessary to
discover a new, intense method of evangelization, not
only among the peoples who have never known the
Gospel but also among those where Christianity has
spread and is part of their history. Unfortunately, the
issues that separate us from each other are many, and
we hope that they can be resolved through prayer and
dialogue. There is, however, a core of the Christian
message that we can all proclaim together: the father-
hood of God, the victory of Christ over sin and death
with his Cross and Resurrection, and faith in the trans-
forming action of the Spirit.

While we journey toward full communion, we are called
to offer a common witness in the face of the ever in-
creasingly complex challenges of our time, such as
secularization and indifference, relativism and hedon-
ism, the delicate ethical issues concerning the beginning
and end of life, the limits of science and technology, the
dialogue with other religious traditions. There are also
other areas in which we must from now on give a com-
mon witness: the safeguard of Creation, the promotion
of the common good and of peace, the defense of the
centrality of the human person, the commitment to over-
come the shortcomings of our time, such as hunger,
poverty, illiteracy, and the unequal distribution of
goods.

The commitment to unity among Christians is not the
work of a few only, nor is it an incidental undertaking
for the life of the Church. Each one of us is called to
make his or her contribution towards the completion of
those steps that lead to full communion among the disci-
ples of Christ, without ever forgetting that this unity is
above all a gift from God to be constantly invoked. In
fact, the force that supports both unity and the mission
flows from the fruitful encounter with the Risen One,
just as was the case for St Paul on the road to Damas-
cus, and for the Eleven and the other disciples gathered
at Jerusalem.

May the Virgin Mary, Mother of the Church, grant that
her Son's desire may be fulfilled as soon as possible:
"That they may all be one... so that the world may be-

lieve" (Jn 17: 21).” --Pope Benedict XVI

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~ CONCLUSION DE LA SEMANA DE ORACION POR LA UNIDAD CRISTIANA~

La semana pasada el Obispo Soto invito a un nimero de
lideres de denominacion cristianas a un almuerzo en el
Centro Pastoral. Fue una ocasion bendecida con buena
conversacion y muchas excelentes ideas fueron compar-
tidas. Hoy me complace compartir con ustedes los co-
mentarios de Benedicto XVI que dio en la clausura de la
semana de oracién por la unidad de los cristianos.

"So6lo unos meses han transcurrido desde la celebracion
del afio dedicado a San Pablo, que nos dio una oportuni-
dad de profundizar nuestra conciencia de su extraordina-
ria labor como predicador del Evangelio y también de
nuestra llamada a ser misioneros del Evangelio, como el
tema de la semana de oracion por la unidad de los Cris-
tianos "Ustedes sean testigos de todo esto"(Lc 24: 48).

San Pablo, aunque conservé una intensa memoria de su
propio pasado como un perseguidor de los cristianos, no
dud6 en llamarse a si mismo un apdstol. Para él, la base
de ese titulo radica en su encuentro con Cristo Resucita-
do en el camino de Damasco, lo cual también a partir de
ese momento se convirtié en incansable actividad misio-
nera. En esto uso cada onza de su energia, proclamando
a todos los pueblos el Cristo a quien habia conocido per-
sonalmente.

Por lo tanto San Pablo, que fue un perseguidor de la Igle-
sia, a su vez se convirtid en una victima de persecucion
para el bien del Evangelio a lo que él fue testigo: "cinco
veces he recibido cuarenta latigazos de manos de los
Judios menos uno. Tres veces he sido golpeado con ba-
rrotes; una vez fui apedreado.... En los frecuentes viajes,
en rios peligrosos, peligro de ladrones, peligro de mi pro-
pia gente, peligro de gentiles, peligro en la ciudad, el
peligro en el desierto, el peligro en el mar, el peligro de
falsos hermanos; en trabajo y dificultades, en muchas
trasnochadas, hambre y sed, a menudo sin alimentos, en
frio y exposicién y aparte de otras cosas, existe la pre-
sion diaria de mi ansiedad por todas las iglesias"(2 Cor
11: 24-25, 26-28). El testimonio de San Pablo tuvo su
culminacién en su martirio. Cuando, no muy lejos de
aqui, dio pruebas de su fe en Cristo que conquista la
muerte.

La experiencia dindmica de San Pablo se expresa clara-
mente en las péginas del Evangelio que acabamos de
escuchar. Los discipulos de Emads, después de haber
reconocido el Sefior resucitado, vuelven a Jerusalén y

encuentran a los once juntos y se retnen con los demas.
El Cristo Resucitado aparece entre ellos, les consuela,
superan su miedo y duda. Asi abren sus corazones a la
inteligencia de las Escrituras, recordando lo que tenia
que ocurrir, que constituirian el ndcleo de la proclama-
cidn cristiana. Jesus afirma: "todo esto estaba escrito, los
padecimientos del Mesias y su resurreccion de entre los
muertos al tercer dia “Luego debe proclamarse en su
nombre el arrepentimiento y el perdén, comenzando por
Jerusalén, los pecados deben ser perdonados en su
nombre, yendo después a todas las Naciones, "(Lc 24:
46-47). Estos son los acontecimientos a que los discipu-
los de la primera hora dieron testimonio, seguidos por
creyentes en Cristo de todos los tiempos y lugares. Es
importante, sin embargo, destacar que de este testimonio,
entonces como ahora, nace el encuentro con el Cristo
Resucitado, esto es alimentado por una relacién constan-
te con El y animada por un profundo amor por El. Uno
s6lo puede ser testigo si ha tenido la experiencia de sen-
tir a Cristo vivo y presente "vean mis manosy mis pies,
gue soy yo mismo"(Lc 24: 39) al sentarse a la mesa con
El, se scucha como él enciende nuestro corazén en lla-
mas! Porque, Jesis promete a sus discipulos cada uno de
nosotros una ayuda eficaz, una nueva presencia, que da
el Santo Espiritu, regalo de Cristo Resucitado, que nos
guia para toda la verdad: "Y he aqui, envio la promesa de
mi padre sobre ustedes"(Lc 24: 49). Los once pasaron su
vida entera proclamando la Buena Nueva de la muerte y
resurreccion del Sefior. Casi todos ellos sellaron su testi-
monio con la sangre del martirio, una semilla fértil que
ha producido una abundante cosecha.

La eleccién del tema de de la semana de oracion este afio
por la Unidad de los Cristianos es una invitacion, es de-
cir, a un testimonio comun de Cristo Resucitado en con-
formidad con el mandato a sus discipulos se vincula a la
memoria del centenario de la Conferencia Misionera de
Edimburgo, en Escocia, ampliamente considerado como
un evento crucial en el nacimiento del movimiento
Ecuménico moderno.

En el verano de 1910, en la Capital Escocesa, mas de
1,000 misioneros de diversas ramas de Protestantismo y
el Anglicanismo, se unieron por un invitado Ortodoxo,
se reunieron para reflexionar juntos sobre la necesidad
de lograr la unidad en el orden para ser creible al predi-
car el Evangelio de Jesucristo. De hecho, es precisamen-
te esta voluntad de proclamar a Cristo a todos y su men-
saje de reconciliacion en todo el mundo que hace a uno
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De hecho, cdmo pueden los no creyentes aceptar la pro-
clamacion del Evangelio si incluso cristianos que Ilaman
al mismo Cristo se dividen entre si? Ademas, como sabe-
mos, el mismo Maestro, en la Gltima cena, habia orado al
Padre por sus discipulos: "Que todos puedan ser uno...
para que crea el mundo" (Jn 17: 21). La comunién y la
unidad de los discipulos de Cristo, por lo tanto, es una
particular condicion importante para reforzar la credibili-
dad y la eficacia de su testimonio.

Ahora un siglo después del evento de Edimburgo, la in-
tuicion de esos precursores valientes es todavia muy
oportuna. En un mundo marcado por la indiferencia reli-
giosa e incluso por una creciente aversion a la Fe Cristia-
na, es necesario descubrir un nuevo método intenso de
evangelizacion, no s6lo entre los pueblos que nunca han
conocido el Evangelio pero también entre los que el cris-
tianismo se ha extendido y es parte de su historia. La-
mentablemente, las cuestiones que nos separan entre si
son muchas y esperamos que puedan ser resueltas a
través de la oracion y el dialogo. Sin embargo, hay un
nucleo del mensaje cristiano que todos podemos procla-
mar juntos: La paternidad de Dios, la victoria de Cristo
sobre el pecado y la muerte con su Cruz y Resurreccion
y la fe en la accion transformadora del espiritu.

Mientras que caminamos hacia una completa comunién,
estamos llamados a ofrecer un testimonio comudn ante los
complejos y desafios de nuestro tiempo son mas cada
vez, como la secularizacion y la indiferencia, relativismo
y hedonismo, la ética temas delicados concernientes a
principio y al final de la vida, los limites de la ciencia y
la tecnologia, el didlogo con otras tradiciones religiosas.
También hay otros &mbitos en los que debemos de ahora
en adelante dar un testimonio comdn; la salvaguardia de
la creacion, la promocion comun de la paz, la defensa de
la centralidad de la persona humana, el compromiso para
superar las deficiencias de nuestro tiempo, como el ham-
bre, la pobreza, analfabetismo y la desigual distribucion
de los bienes.

El compromiso de unidad entre los cristianos no es el
trabajo de s6lo unos pocos, ni es una empresa incidental
para la vida de la Iglesia. Cada uno de nosotros esta lla-
mado a hacer su contribucién a la realizacion de esos
pasos que conducen a la plena comunién entre los disci-
pulos de Cristo, sin olvidar que esta unidad es por enci-
ma de todo un regalo de Dios a invocarse constantemen-
te. De hecho, la fuerza soporta la unidad y misién fluyen
de los fructiferos encuentros con Cristo Resucitado, tal
como fue el caso de San Pablo en el camino a Damasco
y para los otros discipulos que se reunieron en Jerusalén.
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Que la Virgen Maria, Madre de la Iglesia, conceda que
se cumpla el deseo de su hijo tan pronto como sea posi-
ble: "que podamos ser uno... para que el mundo
