Today we celebrate the anniversary of the dedication of the
Cathedral. 132 years ago, the Cathedral opened its doors to
begin the great work of evangelization and to be a symbol
of the presence of the body of Christ for the Diocese of
Sacramento. 132 years later, the church is reopening its
doors to continue that great work. Throughout the pan-
demic, our churches have been trying to keep the message

of the Gospels alive and active in our streets and in our

homes. On some levels, we have been challenged by re-
stricting the faithful from the grace of the sacraments, but
on other levels we have found new avenues of preaching
the great Gospel message.
